U.S. Citizenship and
Immigration Services Says:

• Health care, such as: Medicaid, NJ FamilyCare, WIC,
 prenatal care, other free or low cost medical care

• Food programs, such as: food stamps, WIC,
 school meals, and other food assistance

• Other programs that do not give cash, such as:
 public housing, disaster relief, child care services,
 job training, transportation vouchers

your chances of
getting a green card 
if you, your children, 
or other family
members use:

L You might have 
a problem getting
your green card 
later only if:

• You, your children, or family members use cash welfare,
 such as: Temporary Assistance For Needy Families
